Western Snow Conference, Bozeman Montana May 19-22,2025

Traveling to Bozeman, MT: Flying to Bozeman is straightforward. The local airport,

Bozeman Yellowstone International Airport (BZN), is located 12.6 miles to the west of
town in the nearby city of Belgrade, MT.

The conference hotel, the Lewis and Clark, does not offer free shuttles to and from the
Bozeman airport. Other hotels in the area may offer free guest pick up and drop off, but
travelers should inquire before booking.

Transportation from the airport to downtown can be lined up through various shuttle
services, Uber, and Lyft. Prices for transportation to downtown from the Bozeman
airport are generally ~$30 each way.

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Conference Venue: The 2025 Western Snow Conference will be held at the Emerson

Center for the Arts & Culture, located one block off main street in downtown at 111
South Grand Avenue, Bozeman, MT. All events, aside from the Technical Tour on
Thursday May 22", will be held on-site at the Emerson in either the Emerson Ballroom,
or Crawford Theater.

In addition to being a wonderful venue for hosting the 2025 conference, the Emerson is
a popular venue for celebrating arts and culture in southwest Montana. The Emerson
offers an array of exhibitions and events that captivate audiences; features all genres of
creative expression; and forges opportunities for local artists to flourish. It is truly one of
the cultural hubs of Bozeman with amazing art, great food, and a walking friendly
location to many of downtown Bozeman'’s finest restaurants, bars, and hotels.

Daily oral presentations will occur Tuesday and Wednesday in the Crawford Theater
with poster presentations and social gatherings occurring during the evenings Monday
through Wednesday in the Emerson Ballroom.

Conference Parking: Free parking for the Emerson Cultural Center can be found on
the south side of the Emerson off of Olive Street. Additionally, off street multi-hour free
parking is available for attendees along most streets south of Main Street downtown in
Bozeman.

Lodging and Accommodations

Conference Hotel:

The historic Lewis and Clark Motel, conveniently located within close walking distance
of the Emerson Cultural Center, downtown Bozeman restaurants, and Montana State
University is the official conference hotel for the 2025 Western Snow Conference.
Walking to the Emerson Cultural Center from the Lewis and Clark is ~ 8 blocks and
takes around 10 minutes. The Montana State University campus, where Thursday’s
Technical Tour will occur, is an easy 20-minute walk to the south.




(Please note that the Lewis and Clark Hotel has glass doors for room entrances. While they lock and are
completely secure, it should be noted that this motel has individual, outside entrances.)
